Actualmente reside y trabaja entre Barcelona y Paris. Dotada de un marcado sentido
escultérico, su obra abarca multiples medios poniendo un énfasis especial en la fotografia, en
el video y en la puesta en escena de ambos dentro del espacio expositivo. A menudo, la
creacién de situaciones, propias de una suerte de “teatro expandido”, permite al espectador
evaluar su relacién con las representaciones y con su propio papel dentro de y frente a ellas.

La variedad de medios que convoca la obra de Jordi Colomer y la transversalidad de su criterio
estan sin duda ligadas a su fragmentaria formacion como arquitecto, artista e historiador del
arte en la Barcelona aperturista de los afios 80. A partir de la exposicion “Alta Comedia”,
realizada en Tarragona en 1993, Jordi Colomer comienza a fusionar en su trabajo escultura,
elementos de la escenografia teatral y referencias a la arquitectura. A partir de esos afios (y en
particular, desde su descubrimiento del cine de vanguardia aleman de la década de los treinta),
el video comienza a perfilarse como mediador principal en la relacién que el artista mantendra
con la performance, el teatro y la escultura. En 1997 presenta su primera obra de video en una
sala de proyeccion site-specific construida dentro del MACBA. Esta estrategia permite a Jordi
Colomer superponer el espacio teatral, la instalacibn como escultura habitable y la micro-
narracién cinematogréafica. Asi surgirdn piezas como Pianito (1999), Les Jumelles (2000) o Le
Dortoir (2001), que completaran un periodo marcado por el trabajo en sets de rodaje
extremadamente construidos, donde el decorado determina enteramente el comportamiento de
los personajes.

A partir de 2001, la investigacion escenografica de Jordi Colomer se abre al espacio urbano,
explorando los diversos escenarios de la vida social (barrios, carreteras, desiertos, azoteas...).
Esta fase de su trabajo estd determinada por los viajes, quizd porque éstos le permiten
mantener una mirada extranjera ante los distintos decorados urbanos que busca o descubre.
Asi surgen obras como Anarchitekton (2002-2004), proyecto itinerante a través de cuatro
grandes ciudades globales (Barcelona, Bucarest, Brasilia, Osaka), No? Future! (rodada en Le
Havre, 2004) o Cinecito (La Habana, 2006), entre muchas otras, o las mas recientes En la
Pampa (realizada en el desierto de Atacama, Chile, 2008), Avenida Ixtapaluca (houses for
México, 2009) o The Istanbul Map (Istanbul, 2010). Obras-viajes donde la temética del
desplazamiento vuelve de modo recurrente, y donde la accién aislada de un personaje
condensa la reflexiébn (no exenta de cierto humor absurdo) sobre las posibilidades de
supervivencia poética que ofrece la urbe contemporanea.

He presently lives and works between Barcelona and Paris. Enjoying a gifted and marked
sculptural sense, his work spans many mediums, centring on photography, video and the
staging of both in exhibition areas. Often the creation of situations -befitting a kind of "expanded
theatre"- allows the spectator to assess his/her relationship with the productions and his/her role
in and before these.

The variety of mediums called forth by Jordi Colomer's work and the transversality of his
judgement undoubtedly are linked to his fragmentary education as architect, artist and art
historian in progressive 1980s' Barcelona. Beginning with the "Alta Comedia" (High Comedy)
exhibition, performed in Tarragona in 1993, Colomer began to fuse his sculptural work,
elements of theatre staging and architectural references. From those years on (in particular
after he discovered the German avant-garde cinema of the thirties), video started to stand out
as the main mediator in the relationship the artist had with performance art, theatre and
sculpture. In 1997 he showed his first video work at a site-specific projection room built inside
the Barcelona Museum of Contemporary Art (MACBA). This strategy enabled Colomer to
superimpose theatrical space, the installation as an inhabitable sculpture and cinematographic
micro-narration. That was how he produced pieces such as Pianito (The Little Piano, 1999), Les
Jumelles (The Twins, 2000) or Le Dortoir (The Dormitory, 2001), which would complete a period
marked by work in extreme film set constructions, where the set entirely determines the
characters' behaviour.



From 2001, Jordi Colomer's staging investigation extends to urban space and an exploration of
the different scenes of social life (neighbourhoods, streets, deserts, rooftops...). This phase of
his work is determined by journeys -maybe because they allow him to keep a foreigner's
viewpoint of the different urban sets he is seeking or rediscovering. This is what led to works
such as Anarchitekton (2002-2004), a travelling project involving four large global cities
(Barcelona, Bucharest, Brasilia, Osaka), No? Future! (filmed in Le Havre, 2004) or Cinecito
(Little Cinema, Havana, 2006), among many others. It is also behind his most recent works En
la Pampa (In the Pampa, made in the Atacama desert, Chile, 2008), Avenida Ixtapaluca
(houses for mexico) (Mexico, 2009) or The Istanbul Map (Istanbul, 2010). These are journey-
works where the issue of movement keeps coming back, and where the isolated actions of a
character condenses reflection (but not without a degree of absurd humour) on the possibilities
of poetic survival offered by the contemporary metropolis.
